VLT numbers are approximations of the estimated impact based on last year’s distributions. Actual county impacts will be based on notice from the AZ Dept. of Education. 





 Note:  The FY10 proposal also include a proposal to fund the DPS (Department of Public Safety) Crime Lab using money from the DUI Abatement funds and from defensive driving court diversion fees distributed through the Criminal Justice Enhancement Fund.
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
